Statewide, more than 400 have attended training workshops.  These folks then trained others.  Educate, inspect, report.

 Boat Care Tips

Use a boat washing soap.  Dishwashing soap can strip protective waxes.

Wash from top bottom and rinse often to prevent soap from drying on the boat.

Do not wash you boat in full sun.

A sponge can trap dirt that can scratch your finish.  Use a sheepskin mitt and a chamois to dry.

If oxidation has occurred, use a boat cleaner before waxing.

Wax your boat every six months.

Metal polish will enhance the look of your chrome.

Clean windows and upholstery with appropriate cleaners.

Vacuum your boat.

Tubing Ropes

Make certain your tubing ropes are up to the task.  A tremendous amount of stress is placed on these ropes, especially when first starting the ride.  3/8 inch rope is designed with a breaking strength of 2,375 pounds, enough for one or two riders.  Better still is 5/8 inch rope which has a breaking strength of 4,100 pounds, enough for three or four people.

Approved personal floatation devices must be worn by all riders and there must be a competent observer in the boat.

Many different shapes and sizes, but some things remain constant….

One rider falls off, turn and go back immediately, being mindful of the riders still hanging on.

Be careful not to drive over the top of your ropes.

Inflation at proper levels.  Sun will expand it.  Careful with air compressors.

ROBERT KNIGHT POTTER (Joseph6, Thomas5, John4, 3, 2, Robert 1), son of Joseph POTTER and Anna KNIGHT, was born at Cranston, Rhode Island, April 11, 1791. Two of his brothers, Alonzo and Horatio, were bishops of the Episcopal church (the first of Pennsylvania, the other of New York), and Paraclete was eighty years ago editor of the Poughkeepsie Journal. Mr. POTTER married Sarah, daughter of Daniel and Phoebe PINE, December 25, 1813, and lived many years at Beekman, Dutchess county, where four children were born. In or about 1825 he moved to Monroe county, and thence in 1843 to sections 18, 19, Lafayette, with his twelve children. In 1857 he left the farm to his son Joseph and built a house at Elkhorn, where he died March 15, 1883. Mrs. POTTER was born in 1793 and died July 6, 1887. Their children were long known in half of the county: Emeline (Mrs. Cyrus COLE); Russell (married Lavinia AVERY); Amelia (Mrs. Gain R. ALLEN); Joseph (married Rosina ELLSROTH; 2d, Mrs. Caroline (RANDALL) PENNY); Rebecca (Mrs. Marcus C. RUSSELL); Alonzo (married first, Laura PITKIN; second, Adelaide MERRICK); Robert (married Mary E. PATTERSON); Horatio; Monroe (married Eliza Emily BEMIS); Lorenzo DOW; Paraclete (married Arabella M. SEYMOUR. 

Southeastrn Wiscnsonin Fisheries Study

Statistically significant drop in number of native specieis and environmentally sensitive near shore species.  Only one eutrophic (high nutrient) lake sampled supported the highest numbers of both native and environmentally sensitive species.  This lake had the lowest amount of pier density and shoreland development.  Pier density an issue for DNR.  On one lake, density tripled since 1950.
