Spring Meeting Recap

We provided an update on most of the usual items at the meeting, spending plenty of time on the most recent Sonar treatment.  The second part of the two-part treatment should happen later this month.  You can already see the effects of the last treatment, as the milfoil in the lake is not looking very good.  
We had a couple of questions regarding the property located on East Miramar and Stone School, wondering if there was anything we can do to slow down the water that comes off the field there.  We’ve been in contact with the land conservation folks at Walworth County and expect to work with them to develop alternatives.  
We also had a question about parking on East Miramar, as we’ve noticed trailers parked there when the public launch is full.  We’ve talked to one officer from the Town police and he explained the process to ask for this area to be designated as a “no parking” zone.

Post-meeting, we received a report that beavers are active again on the lake.  We appreciate knowing, but we’re not going to go after the beavers.  Protect your trees!  Chicken wire will do the trick.

Boat Parade/Lighting of the Lake

Walworth County Lakes Association – Saturday, June 4

District Supports Walworth County Lakes Specialist

At the meeting in May, it was agreed that Potter’s Lake would write a letter to support a grant proposal that would allow for the continuation of the Walworth County Lakes Specialist position.  It was also agreed that the District would provide financial support ($500.00) for the position in next year’s budget.  The pledge of financial support is the demonstration of community support for the position.  We believe there has been great value provided by Audrey Greene, the individual who has held the position for the past several years.  Many of you will remember Audrey from the presentation she did for us on shoreland restoration.

Clean Boats, Clean Waters – Workers Needed

We’re still looking for people interested in helping us with our Clean Boats, Clean Waters program.  There is a training session on Saturday, June 4, between 7:30 a.m. and 8:30 a.m. to help prepare our volunteers to inspect boats and trailers as they enter and leave Potter’s Lake over the course of the summer.  This program is part of our five-year aquatic plant management program approved by the DNR. This type of program helps us keep milfoil from finding its way back into the lake.  Spend any time at the launch and you’ll here the stories from fishermen about the weeds on nearby lakes.  Frustrated, they come here.  Hopefully, they come here without “hitchhikers” such as Zebra Mussels, blue-green algae, Curly Leaf Pondweed, or one of the other aquatic invasive species in our area.
