1. During the annual meeting Barry Bonneau was elected to serve another term.  The current commissioners confirmed their rolls going forward in the year 2010; Barry –Chairperson,  Christine –Treasurer, and Bob –Secretary
2. Old Business:
         The land owner with the parcel between Stone School Rd and Miramar Dr. contacted the lake district with a drop in price and it was decided to keep this item tabled till the spring meeting.  Christine is going to talk to an attorney about a land trust as a possibility.  The rain garden is still in the works and Christine is looking for a few more bids for the work.  Bob is going to get a copy of the survey on file for the property where the rain garden is to be located.  Christine found out that the DNR will pick up the cost of the new signage for our boat launch area as well as a new Potters Lake sign.  The group agreed this would be the route to go and when we meet again we will work on verbage to submit to the DNR for the new sign.
3. New Business:

Joyce made a motion that we be allowed up to $2,000 for participation and remediation of the land causing the run off.  All were in favor and the motion was approved.  Barry offered to contact Jeff Thornton from SWERPC regarding the feasibility of a study of the run off into our lake from the farm fields in concern.  We may be entitled to some grant reimbursement for our Clean Boats Clean Waters program.  Barry is going to check with the DNR on this and see if they need any additional information from us.  The board decided to form an audit committee that would meet once a year to do a review of the financial records.   The committee shall consist of the current treasurer, one county appointed commissioner if possible, and two other members.  The current commissioners will meet again in January to go over permitting for the 2010 year.
