Chemical treatment of lake for Milfoil

You will see from the minutes of the Annual Meeting that the District experienced some trouble with the DNR regarding approval for chemical treatment of the lake to kill milfoil.  Senator Mary Lazich talked to people at the DNR and let them know that she was concerned about this issue.  The DNR representatives met with Kathy Aron and inspected the lake on Friday 9/14 .  They approved the treatment for milfoil in several areas and treatment was completed that day.   The District will apply for another permit to treat the lake again in Spring after ice-off in an effort to eradicate this and other weeds.

New Snowmobile Legislation:

The Governor signed two snowmobile related bills into law on March 27, 2006.

The first bill relates to a 55 mph nighttime speed limit. The second bill signed into law relates to snowmobile noise level standards. The noise limit was set at 88 decibels. For more information check the DNR website at:

Ordinance regarding vehicles on ice-bound lakes:
In response to the question raised at the Annual meeting, there is a Town ordinance prohibiting vehicles such as cars or trucks on all Town lakes but it does not apply to ATV’s or snowmobiles. 


Winter Reminder
Courtesy on the Lake doesn’t end in the Fall.  Whether you cross country ski, snowmobile, or ice skate, be mindful of others.  In particular, respect the area immediately in front of each home.  If you snowmobile, you should access the Lake by heading straight out from your own property for at least 200 feet.  That way, people wanting to cross country ski can use the outside of the Lake and those wanting to skate can do so near the shore.  

Also, please be especially mindful if you are operating a snowmobile or ATV on the Lake, particularly at night.   First, there are additional dangers with riding at night, particularly at high speed.  Second, the noise can disturb your neighbors.

Floating Weed Clumps

At various times during the year sections of grasses/weeds/cattails break off from the marsh area of the lake and float to another shore.  If one of these clumps shows up on your shoreline you have a few options for disposing of it.  Try to break it up with a spade and dispose of it with your normal gardening waste.  If you are unable to do so another option is to call the Town of East Troy DPW at 262-642-5386 to schedule pickup and disposal.
