Winter Reminder
Courtesy on the Lake doesn’t end in the Fall.  Whether you cross country ski, snowmobile, or ice skate, be mindful of others.  In particular, respect the area immediately in front of each home.  If you snowmobile, you should access the Lake by heading straight out from your own property for at least 200 feet.  That way, people wanting to cross country ski can use the outside of the Lake and those wanting to skate can do so near the shore.  

Also, please be especially mindful if you are operating a snowmobile or ATV on the Lake, particularly at night.   First, there are additional dangers with riding at night, particularly at high speed.  Second, the noise can disturb your neighbors.

Thank you for your consideration.  It makes Potters Lake a better place for all of us, no matter what our interest.  And it makes for a good neighborhood too!

Boating Safety

This winter, why not take a boating safety class?  Statistics indicate that  73 percent of the drivers involved in  boating accidents have never received any boating safety training.  Plus, many insurance companies will offer discounted rates if you complete a safety class. Also, new boating rules require that persons born on or after 01-01-1989 and at least 16 years of age MUST have successfully completed a DNR prescribed Boating Safety Course and possess a safety certificate.    For parents, this is a great way to spend some time with the kids, doing something you’ll both enjoy and profit from.  Call the U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary for more information.
